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Histo�y – „he Unive�ity
�e University of Scranton was founded as Saint 

�omas College by Most Reverend William G. O’Hara, 
the �rst Bishop of Scranton, who had always hoped to 
provide an opportunity for higher education in the 
Lackawanna Valley. In August of 1888, with few 
resources at hand, he blessed a single block of granite as 
a cornerstone for his new college, which would admit its 
�rst students four years later. (�e cornerstone of Old 
Main is preserved in the wall of St. �omas Hall located 
at the corner of Linden Street and Monroe Avenue.) 

�e college was sta�ed by diocesan priests and 
seminarians until 1896 and then, for one year, by the 
Xaverian Brothers. From 1897 until 1942 the school, 
which was renamed �e University of Scranton in 1938, 
was administered for the Diocese by the Christian 
Brothers. In the late summer of 1942, at the invitation of 
Bishop William Hafey, 19 Jesuits, including the 
University’s �rst Jesuit President, Rev. Coleman Nevils, 
S.J., arrived on campus to administer the University. 

�e Jesuits restructured and strengthened Scranton’s 
traditional and pre-professional programs with an 
emphasis on the liberal arts, which are the foundation for 
every program at a Jesuit university. �is emphasis is 
intended to give students an appreciation for all 
disciplines as they develop speci�c subject knowledge. 
�e University has �ourished as a Catholic and Jesuit 
institution, growing from what was primarily a 
commuter college with fewer than 1,000 students to a 
broadly regional, comprehensive university with a total 
enrollment of approximately 4,825 students in 
undergraduate, graduate and non-traditional programs. 

As we move forward, �e University of Scranton 
embraces �ve bold, transformational strategic 
goals. Grounded in our mission, this Strategic Plan 2020, 
“Our Core, Our Community, Our Commitments,” 
guides our University community as we navigate 
changes, challenges, and opportunities today, though 
we believe its impact will be felt well beyond. 

In September 2021, Rev. Joseph G. Marina, S.J., was 
inaugurated as the University’s 29th president. During 
his tenure, the University has continued its commitment 
to enriching the quality and variety of its academic

�(���e banner adorned with the seal of the 
family of Saint Ignatius Loyola (a golden pot 
suspended between two wolves) bears witness 
to the fact that the University’s educational 
philosophy is derived from the thought of 
Saint Ignatius (1491-1556), the founder of 
the Society of Jesus.

�(���e banner adorned with the seal of the 
Diocese of Scranton (a star rising between 
two crossed keys) recalls and celebrates the 
fact that the University was founded by the 
Most Reverend William O’Hara, D.D., the 
�rst Bishop of Scranton.

�(���e banner adorned with the seal of the 
Brothers of the Christian Schools (the �ve-
pointed star) honors the Christian Brothers’ 
half century of devoted service to the students 
of Saint �omas College and �e University 
of Scranton.

(the stack of wheat) both identi�es the 
University’s location and proclaims its special 
mission to the citizens of Pennsylvania.
